
International Faculty Development Online Program – Fall 2021
University of Alberta, Faculty of Medicine & Dentistry

This online International Faculty Development Program offers a combination of
synchronous sessions (lectures and facilitated small groups) and asynchronous
(pre-reading and reflective) activities from faculty experts from the world-renowned
University of Alberta.  Over 50 hours of direct online time with professors is provided,
many of whom have received national and international teaching awards.

This program showcases our medical school curriculum and focuses on how we train
our faculty to:

● teach clinical skills
● design and facilitate problem-based learning
● deliver engaging lectures
● provide quality feedback and assessment

We hope this program helps to build connections within and between institutions, and to
create enthusiasm for teaching and faculty development.

Target Audience:
- Instructors who teach medical students

Requirements:
- English proficiency (spoken and comprehension (written and oral)
- Enthusiasm to share and learn
- Participation in the synchronous sessions (lectures and small groups)

Program Length:
- 25 synchronous (direct online facilitation with UofA expert) sessions (each 2.5

hours including a 15 minute break)
- One week break (flexible placement) to encourage reflection and practice of

knowledge and skills
- 2 – 3 sessions per week, for 12 - 13 week program

Program Benefits:
- Opportunity to learn more about the Canadian medical education system, in

particular at the University of Alberta
- Potential to learn and apply a variety of teaching skills
- Discover advancements in medical education (for example, virtual reality)
- Build relationships with colleagues
- Opportunities post-program to collaborate on teaching and research



Program Cost:
- $3000 Canadian dollars per person
- Payment method:  wire transfer CAD to the University of Alberta

Dec. 22, 2021 during which all participating
candidates will be issued a Certificate of Completion, signed by the Dean and Associate
Dean of Faculty Development, Faculty of Medicine and Dentistry, University of Alberta.
